John Harrison

After opening at the Wrangler NFR in 2001 and 2002, John Harrison
returned in 2008 as a specialty act, entertaining the crowd with his trade-
mark high-energy comedy.

A rancher and “varmint hunter” at home in Soper, Okla., where he
lives with wife Carla and baby, Addy, Harrison also has a real estate
license, and the Harrisons have a ranch where they run about 150 cows.
They produce an autumn bull riding in honor of Harrison’s grandfather,
the late 1962 World Champion Freckles Brown.

Harrison joined one of his idols at the 2008 NFR: Keith Isley, from
whom he once borrowed a comedy trick riding act — with permission, of
course.

Keith Isley

Performing at the Wrangler NFR and winning PRCA Clown of the
Year for the third consecutive time — yes, 2008 was a very good year
for Keith Isley. It almost matched 2006, when he earned his own “Triple
Crown” of sorts: PRCA Specialty Act of the Year and Coors Man in the
Can as well as his first PRCA Clown of the Year.

Isley started out competing in junior rodeo, then took up bullfighting,
gradually adding the comedy aspects of clowning. He emphasizes trick
roping, animal acts and interaction with rodeo crowds.

He and his wife, Melanie, live in Goldston, N.C., where he enjoys
team roping, fishing and woodworking.

Niki Cammaert

As a trick rider, stuntwoman and pyrotechnics coordinator, Cammaert
brings both grace and daring to her high-speed specialty acts. She did
the opening act at the Wrangler NFR in 2001 and appeared there as a
specialty act in 2004, 2007 and 2008.

Cammaert also has worked as a stuntwoman in more than a dozen
movies, and has worked nearly all the major Canadian rodeos, including
11 appearances at the Canadian Finals Rodeo.
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Unlike other sports which might have a single halftime or seventh-inning stretch, rodeo has
many short breaks in the action. Specialty acts fill those gaps with entertainment ranging from
hilarious comedy to breath-taking excitement, as well as opening many rodeos with spectacle
and glamour.

Local rodeo committees hire specialty acts which will appeal to their local audiences, so
specialty acts can range from large trick riding teams whose performers might do vaults and
death-defying stunts to skydivers who bring flags into opening ceremonies to clowns who inter-
act with props, the announcer and the audience.

Other kinds of specialty acts include comedians whose antics keep audiences laughing out
loud, trick ropers and whip artists who manipulate their tools in spectacular ways, motorcycle
riders who do tricks in the arena between events, expert sharpshooters — even chuck wagon
drivers who control hitches of speeding horses while careening around tight arenas.

Other specialty acts feature trained animals — horses and dogs, of course, but also monkeys,
bulls, goats, mules, ponies, oxen, llamas, buffalo and miniature horses — who perform astonish-

ing tricks and seem to bask in audience appreciation.
This chapter provides some information about PRCA members who were qualified as spe-
