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Shawn Brackett

After trips to the Wrangler NFR in 1999 and 2000, Shawn Brackett awaited another
call. Could he, a full-time student, get away from classes? Yes sir, Mr. Shawn Dauvis,
because once you perform at the NFR, you'll do anything to go back.

“The first time | went was an opening, with my first six-horse act,” Brackett recalled.
“They'd traveled 80,000 miles that year, but when we got to the NFR, they came untrained
on me during the rehearsal. But during the performance, they were flawless.

“This year, my horses are 16-18 years old, but even so, their hearts were throbbing
in the tunnel - the energy in that building is amazing. We had prepped hard for that
rodeo, and they did great. Leon and Vicki Adams, who have helped me a lot, made me
a new buckskin costume, with beads Vicki wore as Miss Indian America and eagle feath-
ers we could use because | am five-eighths Cherokee.”

Brackett is reviving his six-up Roman riding team this year and is headed to Oklahoma
State University's veterinary program under the mentorship of PRCA Announcer Dr.
Lynn Phillips.

Jerry Wayne Olson

For Jerry Wayne Olson, taking his liberty horse Justin Boots to the Wrangler NFR in
2009 was easy compared to his 1990s trips there, when he brought his buffalo act - the
one he got from his father and grandfather. “A buffalo is a slower-paced act, and he has a
wild instinct, so your bonding is based on respect,” Olson said. “But Justin Boots, he’s my
buddy. Our bonding is based on both respect and love. “

That's the foundation of liberty horse work, in which a loose horse responds to voice
or gesture commands. Liberty training “takes a lot of repetition and being loving and kind,”
Olson said. “When he gives a little, | give a lot.”

The huge crowd at the Thomas & Mack arena didn’t spook Justin Boots, Olson recalled.
“Lights and sound don’t bother him, as long as he can hear me. The NFR has a great sound
system, so he worked really well.”

Olson has worked rodeos from New York City’s Madison Square Garden to Ellensburg,
Wash., and after a couple of knee replacements, is back up to 20-40 rodeos a year — he and
his buddy, Justin Boots.

Niki Cammaert

Trick rider, stuntwoman and pyrotechnics coordinator Niki Cammaert brings both
grace and daring to her high-speed specialty acts. She did the opening act at the Wrangler
NFR in 2001 and appeared there as a specialty act in 2004 and from 2007 through 2009.
Her unique background - former gymnast and figure skater, “horse-crazy kid,” and daugh-
ter of a stuntman and movie pyrotechnics coordinator - Cammaert loved rodeo from her
first visit to the Calgary (Alberta) Stampede.

“Figure skating gave me strength, flexibility and balance, and it prepared me as an
athlete - to overcome bumps and bruises, to work really hard to master certain skills, and
to always want to learn something new,” Cammaert said. “Once you get to a certain level
of comfortand you get yourself into a trick, like the Stroud layout where you stand straight
out sideways on the horse ... you feel like you're flying free alongside your horse. It feels
so good.”

Cammaert also has worked as a stuntwoman in more than a dozen movies, has appeared
at nearly all the major Canadian rodeos, and is working toward certification for therapeutic
riding for special needs kids.

Jason Goodman

Three consecutive years, 2007-09, of driving a hitch of beautiful black Percherons at
breathtaking speeds around the Thomas & Mack arena has not diminished the enthusiasm
of driver Jason Goodman.

“People are lucky to get one chance to go to the NFR,” Goodman said. “So we've been
very lucky.”

Goodman grew up in the draft horse industry, driving the big animals since he was 8
years old. For him, performing at the Wrangler NFR is a chance to break up some precon-
ceptions. “Draft horses are not just a bunch of plow horses - they have been used for
everything, from work to play to packing to war horses. And the Percherons that we drive
in the Priefert hitch are one of the hottest breeds, as well as one of the heaviest. People
don't realize how athletic and versatile they are.

“Before semi-trucks, draft horses carried everything used to build this country — every
brick, every log,” Goodman said. “But driving a hitch is becoming a lost art. So to take this
part of our national heritage to the NFR - that's a real honor.”
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Unlike other sports which might have a single halftime or seventh-inning stretch, rodeo has many
short breaks in the action. Specialty acts fill those gaps with entertainment ranging from hilarious comedy
to breathtaking excitement, as well as opening many rodeos with spectacle and glamour.

Local rodeo committees hire specialty acts which will appeal to their local audiences, so specialty
acts can range from large trick riding teams whose performers might do vaults and death-defying stunts
to skydivers who bring flags into opening ceremonies to clowns who interact with props, the announcer

and the audience.

Other kinds of specialty acts include comedians whose antics keep audiences laughing out loud,
trick ropers and whip artists who manipulate their tools in spectacular ways, motorcycle riders who do
tricks in the arena between events, expert sharpshooters — even chuck wagon drivers who control hitches
of speeding horses while careening around tight arenas.

Other specialty acts feature trained animals — horses and dogs, of course, but also monkeys, bulls,
goats, mules, ponies, oxen, llamas, buffalo and miniature horses — who perform astonishing tricks and

seem to bask in audience appreciation.
